USING e-EPR ONLINE SYSTEM TO ENTER 
YOUR PRODUCTION DETAILS

1. Go to the PlantTech website, www.planttech.com.au

2. Select the e-EPR icon on the bottom left of the homepage

3. Access the e-EPR database using your grower code 
and nominated password. If you do not have these details 
please contact PlantTech Customer Service toll free on 
1800 112 400.

4. Select the option Enter Grower Production Details.

5. Select the variety you grew from the drop down list.

6. Select season 2005 (always refer to the previous planting 
season)

7. Enter quantities in kilograms in the relevant fi eld.

Held for future sales - This relates to the quantity of grain 
held for future sales to authorised buying agents.

Quantity Retained Seed - This relates to the quantity of 
grain held for future planting.

Quantity sold to Deduction Agents - This relates 
to the quantity of grain sold to deduction agents, for 
example AWB whom deduct the royalty at point of sale.
(Information on EPR rates and Buying Agents for 
each variety is available on the PlantTech website.

Quantity Grain Sold to other Buyers - This relates to the quan-
tity of grain sold to Non-Deduction Agents who are authorised 
buying agents but DO NOT deduct EPR rates at point of sale.
