NUGGET LENTILS – A high yielding red lentil

Nugget Lentil is the only lentil variety available in the Plant-
Tech product portfolio. It is a great option for farmers looking 
at utilizing a pulse crop in their rotation as it is a very high 
yielding variety that provides similar seed type and quality 
to Digger.

Variety Overview

Nugget is a mid season red lentil variety that is particularly 
well suited to the Wimmera and Southern Mallee regions 
of Victoria. Nugget has medium seed size and a grey seed 
coat. It yields very well is the south eastern parts of Austra-
lia.

Disease Resistance

Nugget has a relatively good disease resistance profi le in 
which it is marginally better than Digger as it offers moderate 
resistant to lodging when Digger is moderately susceptible:

Lodging – Moderately Resistant
Ascochyta Blight (Foliage) – Moderately Resistant
Ascochyta Blight (Seed) – Moderately Susceptible
Botrytis Grey Mould – Moderately Resistant

SUB CLOVER OPTIONS – Losa and Campeda

PlantTech offers an extensive sub clover portfolio, with 8 pro-
prietary varieties in total. Losa and Campeda sub clover are 
two of the leading varieties offered by PlantTech. Losa is an 
early maturing black seeded sub clover and Campeda is a 
mid maturing black seeded variety.
