NEW RELEASE NSW DPI
BRED WHEAT
VARIETIES

PlantTech were successful in the tender for two new rust
resistant milling wheat varieties bred by the NSW DPI. Both
varieties are expected for release in autumn 2008.

The milling wheats - lines C25 and C643 (due to be named
soon) are in the early stages of production for seed bulk
up. Trialing of both lines are currently under way, with both
lines included in agronomy plots at this years recently held
Henty Machinery Field Days. Key attributes of both varieties
include:

C25 Milling Wheat

 Late maturing spring wheat for early sowing with similar
maturity to Sunbrook

» Improved quality and rust resistance compared to
Sunbrook

e Preliminary APH classification in southern NSW and
preliminary AH in northern NSW

e Yield in southern NSW - 104-108% of Wylah (56 trials)

* Yield in northern NSW - 102-103% of Sunbrook and 101-
105% Sunbri (7 trials)
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C643 Milling Wheat

* Spring line for main season sowing with similar maturity to
Janz

» Improved rust resistance and higher yeilds than Janz

* Yield in southern NSW - 108% of Janz (41 trials)

* Yield in northern NSW - 106-110% Janz (11 trials)

 Similar quality to Janz

* Preliminary AH classification in southern NSW and VIC

Releasing both these varieties in 2008 will provide suf-
ficient time for comprehensive trialing and allow growers to
inspect the variety trial sites in the mean time. Both varieties
have been included in the 2006 NVT Trials. More technical
information and commercial names for both varieties will be
released shortly.
