GOOD LUCK IN DIFFICULT TIMES — PlantTech
Bravo TT Canola

Last season PlantTech conducted an exciting Bravo TT
canola promotion. Every grower who purchased a bag of
Bravo TT canola had the chance to win a turbo diesel 4 x 4
Mazda Bravo Ute, valued at $31,825 RRP. The competition
was a big hit, with thousands of entries flooding in from all
over Australia. In its first year of release, the demand for
Bravo TT was huge with the Ute giveaway and its superior
agronomic attributes leading to a sellout of the product.

Bravo TT was bred by Dr Gururaj Kadkol of Nugrain and Neil
Wratten of the NSW DPI. Breeder Neil Wratten says “Bravo
TT offers excellent adaptability to most canola growing re-
gions of Australia, it also offers improved yield and blackleg
resistance over benchmark variety ATR-Beacon”.

On July the 12th, after 10 months of running the competition
the winner was drawn. Mr. Colin Arnold from Corowa, NSW
was the lucky winner. Colin purchased 2 tonne of Bravo TT
from IK Caldwell's in Corowa, after recommendations from
local IK Caldwell's agronomist Greg Sefton.

Colin Arnold explains his decision to grow Bravo TT canola
last season —

“Our family planted around 1300 hectare of canola in 2006
through the Corowa and Berrigan districts. Triazine tolerant
canola is used in the rotation for weed control using another
chemical group. In the past Beacon has been the main variety
used, however Bravo TT was introduced in 2006 based on
its better blackleg resistance rating which meant that Impact
treatment for Blackleg was not required. Trial results present-
ed to us suggested possible yield advantages over our cur-
rent variety. Seedling vigour has been good with Bravo TT.
The extremely tough and dry 2006 season is testing all the
canola varieties to the limit”.

After finding out he had won the Mazda Bravo Ute Mr. Arnold
commented — “Winning the Mazda Bravo Ute was excellent.
It was a great surprise to receive a phone call at Broken Hill
on my way back from a trip around outback NSW and SA.
Mobiles don’t work out there so Laura at PlantTech took a few
days to catch up with me. The win was a big positive in such
a trying cropping season like 2006 has been. I'll buy Bravo TT
every time if they throw a Ute in the deal!”
